Relay For Life

RELAY FOR LIFE is a one-of-a-kind, fun way to raise money for the American Cancer Society, celebrate survivorship, and inform our community about cancer prevention, early detection, and patient services.  It is the American Cancer Society's nationwide signature overnight event, where teams organize and take laps around the track to symbolize the nonstop battle against cancer.  Relay is a fundraising event, but is much more than that – it is a celebration of survivorship and a community fair with a purpose.  There are activities, entertainment and lots of delicious food for children and adults.  The funds raised at Relay For Life contribute to research as well as provide for local and national programs for cancer survivors and their families.

Patient Service Programs

I Can Cope is an education program about living with cancer.  Sessions offer free classes led by health care providers, social workers and others qualified to share information with patients and family members about cancer and its treatment.

Man to Man is a program that offers “one on one” and group support to men facing prostate cancer.

Look Good…Feel Better teaches cancer patients techniques to address the cosmetic side effects of treatment.

Reach to Recovery is a program in which trained volunteer breast cancer survivors provide peer-to-peer support and information to others experiencing or concerned about breast cancer.

Road to Recovery is a program in which trained volunteers drive cancer patients to and from their treatment.
